 As received the car had rotted out the LH side door openings up to the windscreen pillar,the RH was partially gone but with enough left to provide

patterns. The piece at the rear of the boot was partially intact together with the remains of the valance support below it.

Drawings of the basic shapes are included and a cross section schematic of the

door sill arrangement
