The metal section is about 4" (100mm) deep excluding the base board and the fibreglass section is about 2" (50mm) - so obviously together that's
150mm. Lucas do a simular battery which is L350 x H175 x W175mm - 95Ah - the hight appears to be the problem. The position of the terminals won't

matter as I'm reversing the polarity and fitting a new earth via the isolation switch.
